Bruno Comby

Presentation - Biography
Short biography : Bruno Comby, director of the Bruno Comby institute near Paris, is a world-famous nuclear and environmental expert, lecturer and author of 10 books on healthy living, nuclear energy, and ecology at large.

He is the Director of the Comby Institute, which promotes a natural and sustainable lifestyle,. He is the founder and President of the international not-for-profit group Environmentalists for Nuclear Energy (EFN) (www.ecolo.org) AEPN - Association des Ecologistes Pour le Nucléaire, which he created in 1996.

EFN now gathers over 12,000 members and supporters, with local correspondents and branches in over 65 countries.

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Detailed biography (reverse order):
Currently – EFN continues its international development.

2014 – Creation of the EFN-India. Participation in TV and radio interviews about the risk of drones regarding the safety of nuclear power plants and of the electricity network.

2013 - Creation of the South African branch of the organization : EFN-SOUTH AFRICA

2011 – Creation of the British branch of the organization : EFN-UK. Informing the public about Fukushima : hundreds of TV and radio interviews about Fukushima.

2006 – 2010 – Construction at EFN headquarters in the suburbs of Paris of a highly efficient « positive energy » eco-house (producing more energy than it requires, 20 times less energy required and 500 times less CO2 emitted to the atmosphere than a conventional house of the same size).

2009-2010 – Successful lobbying in favor of the 2nd EPR reactor in France in Penly.

2009 – Creation of the Australian branch of the organization : EFN-AUSTRALIA.

2009 – Publication of the book « Environmentalists For Nuclear Energy » in Spanish, Turkish, Chinese and Czech and Russian. Lecture tour in Russia.

2007-2009 - Bruno Comby builds his eco-house in France (a highly efficient construction requiring 20 times less energy and emitting 200 times less CO2 than a conventional gas-heated house). EFN pushes for the construction of an additional EPR reactor in France. 

2008 - EFN plays a major role in the pro-nuclear decisions in the UK (numerous BBC interviews). Creation of the Polish branch of the organization : SEREN-POLSKA (EFN-POLAND). Founding President of EFN-POLSKA : Zbigniew Jaworowsky (former UNSCEAR President). Lecture tour in Poland and Russia.

2007 – EFN develops a do-it-yourself free on-line CO2-footprint calculation and simulation software in 7 languages for individuals, groups or corporations, which shows the very low contribution of nuclear power to CO2 emissions of individuals and corporations. One of the (if not the) best CO2-calculation systems available.

2006 – EFN creates its Canadian branch EFN-Canada (with Patrick Moore, initial founder of Greenpeace, as Honorary chairman). - Publication of the Canadian and Chinese edition of the book "Environmentalists For Nuclear Energy". Lecture tour in the Czech Republic http://www.ecolo.org/articles.in.czech/
2004-2005 – EFN plays a major role in the public debate leading to the construction of the EPR in France and to the refurbishment of the Point Lepreau nuclear station in Canada. Lecture tour in Canada  and in Japan.

2003 - Creation of the North American association of Environmentalists For Nuclear Energy.

2002 - EFN plays a key role in the Finnish decision of building a 5th nuclear reactor.  EFN is invited to speak in Vienna (IAEA) and at the OECD annual Forum in Paris. Publication of the Japanese edition of the book "Environmentalists For Nuclear Energy". Lecture tour in Japan (Tokyo, Fukushima, Kyoto, Tsuruga, Matsue, Sendai…)

2001 - Creation of the Optimistic Movement (www.optimi.org) of which Bruno Comby is President, and publication of the English edition of the book "Environmentalists For Nuclear Energy".

1999 - The French Nuclear Energy Society (SFEN) and the French Atomic Forum (FAF) recognized Bruno Comby's efforts, by awarding him the annual SFEN/FAF Prize for the whole of his action associating nuclear energy and the environment. 

1996 - Creation of “Environmentalists for Nuclear Energy” (EFN) in France (AEPN - Association des Ecologistes Pour le Nucléaire) as a not-for-profit non-governmental organization. This rapidly growing organization now gathers over 10,000 members and supporters, with local correspondents in more than 60 countries. 

1993 - Creation of Institut Bruno Comby (www.comby.org), which promotes a natural and sustainable lifestyle.

1990 (until now) - Former instructor at the Faculty of Medicine of Paris, the author has lectured in many countries (San Francisco, Tokyo, London, Paris, Montreal, Ottawa, Toronto, Frankfurt, Helsinki, Geneva, Vienna…). He has spoken at one time or another before specialists of the environment, physicians, university students and professors, research workers, the industry, public institutions, and the general public. 

1987 (until now) - Devotes his life to scientific research and teaching in the fields of the protection of the environment, and healthy living for all citizens of the planet (non smoking, better nutrition, proteins for the third world, energy and the environment …).

1985 (until now) - Bruno Comby is author of ten books on health and environmental subjects which are known world-wide, including the bestseller "Environmentalists For Nuclear Energy". These books are translated and published in French, English, German, Japanese, Chinese, Korean, Russian, Czech, Romanian, Italian, Spanish and Portuguese, and have been the subject of more than 1500 radio and TV presentations, and press articles on the five continents (see : www.comby.org). 

1985-1987 - Works at EDF (Electricité de France).

1985 – Post graduate as a nuclear physicist from the École Nationale Supérieure de Techniques Avancées (National University of Advanced Technology) in Paris.

1980 - Graduate of the prestigious École Polytechnique in France.

1960 - Born in France in 1960. Childhood close to nature in Africa, the USA and Canada. His father Olivier Comby is an oil exploration geologist.
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
