PRESS RELEASE - ABOUT KYOTO DAY AND THE KYOTO PROTOCOL
Dear Madam, Sir,

On February 16th, 2005, Kyoto-day: the Kyoto Protocol enters into force.

Environmentalists for Nuclear Energy is a not-for-profit independent organization gathering more than 7000 members and supporters in 50 countries around the world.

We wish to mark the day by drawing attention to the largest available CO2-free energy ressource: nuclear energy. If the development of this energy had not been largely halted since several decades due to political opposition, the costly actions agreed in the Kyoto Protocol would not have been necessary – or could have been highly reduced. This is shown in the enclosed analysis.

The time has come when mass media are again taking an interest in nuclear energy.

This energy source is already giving a strongly positive contribution to the mitigation of the greenhouse effect – but a lot better could be done in the future. Nuclear energy had a serious political  flu some decades ago. Our descendents will have to pay for this – much more than we are going to pay in the next decades in terms of the Kyoto bill.

It is now urgent to make the right choices and prepare the future, without leaving aside the cleanest energy source which is massively available.
